Tem diagnóstico de
Hipertensão Arterial Sistêmica. Ao ECG, apresenta ritmo idioventricular acelerado com FC 96
bpm, representado por QRS alargado, com R puro em V1 e aVR, inferindo-se origem ventricular do
ritmo. 

Female patient, 51 years old, presenting with dyspnea and chest pain. She has been diagnosed
with hypertension. On the ECG, she presents an accelerated idioventricular rhythm with HR 96
bpm, represented by a wide QRS, with pure R in V1 and aVR, inferring the ventricular origin of the
rhythm.
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
